With your back to the exit, have 
buddy do the next two steps 
while wearing clean gloves. 

Roll the gown towards 
your hands.

Sanitize 
hands.

Note: Reusable gowns are 
designed to be untied and 
not torn off.

Reusable gown, Gloves

The buddy should avoid touching 
the gown with their scrubs.

Pull 
down 
sleeves 
to around 
the palm. Ensure the glove 

covers the sleeves.
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
